Call to order:  Lloyd Tripp 3:05pm
Social Hour – The joint social hour with the Aerospace Physiology Society will be held at the Diamondback ball park this evening.   AsHFA reimbursed the Aerospace Physiology Society $5 for 25 early bird special tickets.
Goals for Next Year – Lloyd Tripp reviewed his overall goals as AsHFA president for the upcoming year.
· Complete plans to provide an individual or group award for high school students who complete an aviation human factors project.

· Support human factors by improving our website and introducing additional members to the organization.
· Increase the number of Fellows in AsHFA.  Meet with Tom and develop a roster of individuals who appear to meet the criteria.  Encourage members to submit nominations for new Fellows.
· Since it may be more than a year before AsMA develops procedures that will allow members to pay for AsHFA dues at the time they renew their AsMA dues we need to develop a process whereby members can use Paypal to renew.  LSBEB has developed this capability for their organization.  We will attempt to develop similar procedures for AsHFA. 
· Reach out to other HF organizations.  How can we increase their awareness of our organization? Consideration will be given to establishing links to their websites.  Several organizations were identified.  This led to further discussion regarding a potential name change for AsMA.  Efforts to do this the past few years have been rebuffed.
Panels for Next Year –
· UAVs/RPVs – Ray King and Tom Nesthus will identify potential TAG contacts.   Kevin Williams is involved in civil aviation research on UAVs. Lloyd will assist by identifying potential participants.  The Navy is exploring remotely piloted ships.
· Transcranial electrical stimulation has been proposed for cognitive neuro-rehabilitation, improving learning and retention, cognitive enhancement and treatment of depression.  Lloyd and Dwight will explore the potential for a panel and a potential educational exhibit.  
· LED/NVG panel – Nelda Milburn will explore the development of a panel concerning human factors considerations.
Awards – Carla has already initiated efforts to identify potential nominees.  Identification of dissertations to be considered for the Roscoe award will start in September.  This will require an extensive effort to identify universities and contacts where there are students who are completing aviation human factors dissertations in the calendar year.  The Collins award is also based on calendar year 2010.
Membership and Treasurer – It was moved, seconded and approved that we reimburse Tom for expenses associated with paying for luncheon ticket for a student.  Tom reported that our efforts to renew memberships during the meeting have been successful, with more than 90 renewals so far.  He moved that we approve 9 new members.  The motion was seconded and approved.
Representative to Council – Ray talked about efforts by AsMA to capture the slide presentations during the meeting.  The process will be improved for next year. There are ongoing efforts to increase the AsMA membership.  Dr. Sides, the incoming AsMA President is making a strong effort to ensure that committee activities are closely tied to AsMA goals.  A similar effort will involve constituent organizations.  The AsMA policies and procedure manual will have room to reference activities of constituent organizations
Program Chair – Jim DeVoll, the new program committee chair was unable to attend the meeting since he had to attend graduation services for family members.
Other Business – Carla will maintain contact with Eduard and members of the Ibero-American organization to explore how we can support their human factors needs.  
Melissa – Discussion was focused around efforts to develop contacts with other organizations to encourage students to become involved.  Lloyd proposed that we could consider supporting a stipend for a student.  Another possibility would be to develop a network for students to join together to defray expenses, or working through faculty members to gain financial support for attending AsMA.   Carla indicated that she has been in contact with two individuals who are potential student representatives.  The consensus was that we should encourage both to serve as student representatives this next year.
