Minutes of Outgoing and Incoming Meetings – Approved

· Tom Nesthus, Treasurer – provided a written report.  We have $9,293.50 in the general fund and $5,429.72 available in support of the Collins award.
If we want to use the AsMA Foundation to fully support the Collins award on an annual basis we will need to transfer a minimum of $10K to the foundation. At current interest rates that would be sufficient to provide the necessary funds.  While we were exploring the availability of Cephalon funds to support this award, those funds were used up during the May meeting.  Discussion then focused on a proposal to shift money from the general fund to fully fund the award.  A recommendation was made that we submit that proposal for a vote at the May business meeting.

· Tom Nesthus, Membership – Reported that we gained 11 new members during the May meeting. We have added one additional member since that time.  We also received $1,055 from those who renewed their membership.
· Lloyd Tripp, Election – Lloyd reported on the current status of nominations for the 2010 elections.
· Tom Nesthus, Directory – Distribution of the directory resulted in 22 bounced e-mails.  Several were resolved by using other e-mail addresses.
· Larry Bailey, Awards – A list of sites to send information regarding the Roscoe awards has been identified.  An announcement will be distributed for the Taylor award, with a February deadline. Activities associated with the review of articles for the Collins award will need to wait until January to review articles that appeared in the 2009 issues.
· Jim Devoll, Program Committee – We received three symposia that were submitted for sponsorship:  (a)  Sensorimotor Challenges of Space Exploration Missions with Charles Oman as chair; (b) Fatigue Risk Management Systems Enhancing Aviation Safety with Melissa Mallis and Lynn Caldwell as co-chairs; and (c) Flight Attendant Fatigue with Tom Nesthus as chair.  Following review, all were approved for co-sponsorship

· Carla Hackworth, High School Awards –  A survey was distributed to high schools with aviation-related programs.  Information was returned from three schools.  Melissa and Roni collated the information and a handout was provided.  At this point we need to develop award criteria and determine the amount of award.  An initial recommendation was that we provide a $500 award for the winning school.
· Mal Cohen, Fellows – An e-mail will be sent to our membership for fellows nomination, with a Feb. 28 deadline.  Members will be alerted to the fact that since we approved the new by-laws everyone can nominate a deserving colleague for consideration as a fellow of the association.

· Carla Hackworth, Website update – AsMA has a contract with a company to create updates to our website.  Discussion was focused around the needed updates to the website (e.g. minutes, constitution, and Taylor award presentation).  These updates should not require more than an hour or two at a cost of $90 an hour.  With regard to the Taylor award, the use of a PowerPoint file has a downside,  someone can take the file and use the slides without permission.  At this point it would appear that use of a pdf file would be preferred.   Michelle came into the room and responded to questions regarding the membership database (on AsMA computer).  Some questions remain about the use of the database for invoices and billing.  Work on including the database in the members only section should be completed the week of our meeting.   A new company is now responsible for the website.  Rachel is the current AsMA webmaster.   Carla assumed responsibility with contacting the company representative to determine the potential costs to upgrade our website.  

· New Business
· Annual Business Meeting – The luncheon will be held on Monday.  We will again plan on an incoming meeting on Wednesday.  AsHFA will start at 3:30pm and the HFC will follow.  We will for with Tom Dozier to coordinate the times.
· Social Hour Discussion - Planning has been initiated to hold a joint social hour with members from the Aerospace Physiology Society.  We are looking into the cost of going to an Arizona Diamondbacks baseball game.  The stadium is within walking distance of the convention hotel.  A representative from the Physiology Society is exploring the costs for the event.  We anticipate that the cost will be around $20 per person.  The event will be held on Wednesday night.  Following our meeting, arrangements were made to hold this joint social hour.  Final details have yet to be determined.
·  Valerie Gawron, Chair of the HFES Aerospace Systems technical group, in an e-mail to Carla indicated that they would like to establish an MOU with AsHFA.  The committee felt that the example MOU that was provided is too broad and potentially costly.  While we feel that we share a number of common interests and concerns we would prefer to start at a more informal level.  Carla will contact Valerie and explore other options
